Benno, Jacob, Nick Tannaci, Richard Ludt, Don
Good, Rick Sullivan and Paul Weir all entered the
fray for the first event, a slalom taxi. Once again,
this proved to be more difficult than some of the
competitors bargained for, but Nick Tannaci
narrowly beat Jacob for first place, both going about
as quickly as seemed possible. Rick managed with
his big Monocoupe to ding both the pylons. He then
had to leave, but passed his baton on to Ricky
Wright who had just arrived with his ubiquitous
clipped-wing Piper Cub. Ricky had worked almost
all night trucking, and so was not in the best of
shape as defending champion. It was also pointed
out to him that one of the rules said that the same
airplane had to be used for all events, so he couldn’t
legitimately coat-tail on  Rick  Sullivan’s
competition result.
